This article presents the most recent projections for the population of
registered Indians in Canada. Considered is any person who is registered or is
entitled to be registered as an Indian according to the Indian Act in the Indian
Registry of the Department of Indian Affairs and Northern Development
(DIAND). The projections are based on the method of regional components for
which patterns for the period 1975-1990 are analyzed. The data, derived from
the DIAND's Indian Registry, have been adjusted for under-enumeration and
late registration of events. The reinstatements which followed amendments to
the Indian Act in 1985 have been taken into consideration. Results show that
the population of registered Indians in Canada will continue to be young and
experience rapid growth over the course of the period 1991-2015.
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
