For a long time, research on children tended to focus on the family, the school
and recreation; only psychology and the educational sciences considered them
in terms of their own characteristics. This selective overview of sociohistorical
research into the children of Quebec examines childliood through
demographic, historical ethnological, legal and social studies as well as through
social studies carried out in an intervention context. The multidisciplinarity of
this field of child-oriented research, which stems from the diversification of
areas of inquiry and expertise, needs to be complemented by research
exploring to a greater extent the perspective of the child and by recourse to a
better-contextualized approach to the child's daily life and social network.
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
