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Article abstract
This article aims to establish a typology of leaders of green movements in
Quebec based on attitude-related variables reflecting the relationships
between the green movement and these leaders and institutions. Three types
of leaders are identified. The more radical "ecologists" are mistrustful of
science and technology and accept economic sacrifices in the name of
environmental quality. These leaders are younger than the others and for the
most part are active in Montreal groups, and are in favour of the development
of wind energy. The "nationalistic environmentalists" and "market
environmentalists", for their part, are mainly distinguished by divergent
positions toward Hydro-Quebec. The former have a positive perception of that
government-owned corporation, whereas the latter look down upon it and are
in favour of privatization.
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
