This article sets out to examine the influence of feminist teaching and research
programs in sociology at the university. After defining feminism as a form of
the sociology of knowledge and as a social movement, the author underlines
not only the pitfalls inherent in such an undertaking but also the profound
changes that it has given rise to at the present time within the university as an
institution, within sociology as a discipline, and in professional relations. The
author concludes that the professional activity of feminist sociologists at the
university is an integral part of the women's movement.
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
