This introductory text examines the place women occupy in sociology as a
profession and as a discipline. The author demonstrates how the feminist
perspective, by penetrating the field of sociology, has opened up a number of
research directions : women's studies, epistemológica!, theoretical and
methodological critique, and what has been called the new sociology of women
- women's perceptions of social reality as a dominated group. In conclusion, the
author invites sociologists to undertake, among other tasks, the study of new
forms of the oppression of women which have been engendered by
movements of social resistance to the process of liberation.
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
