This paper describes and makes a ten-point analysis of the aspects which will
be important in gerontology in the future. These are: multi- and
transdisciplinarity, the issue of aging in relation to the notions of development
and accomplishment, individualization as a response to pluralism, the
necessity of a philosophy of life, existential participation in applying
knowledge, questions about the goals of life, the necessity of thinking of
gerontology in terms of culture, philosophical points of departure in the study
of the life cycle, maturity - illusion or real chance - and finally some proposals
or theses for a "belated liberty".
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
