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Article abstract
In this article we develop the contrary reasoning between the theoretical
positions of Jiirgen Habermas and Marcel Rioux. We consider their two
contradictory theories of praxis within their respective traditions: culture as
the reasoned praxis of communicative action (Habermas) and as the aesthetic
praxis of social life (Rioux). Finally, we propose a theory of culture as dialogical
praxis in order to indicate the program of research in critical sociology which
we mean to pursue in the future.
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
