The authors explain how the intellectual venture and professionnal itinerary
of Jacques Rousseau gradually oriented him towards undertaking studies on
Amerindians. They put forth the conceptual perspective used insuch studies
(the ecological model) and outline the main ethnological themes covered in his
amerindian production. In conclusion, they underscore the scientific and
ethnological influence of this pioneer of the anthropology of Québec.
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
