The Study of Gender Relations : A Personal Context
Rather than argue the case that the study of male-female relations is of
significance for wider anthropological concerns, this paper seeks to
demonstrate the fact in one area. The structure of academic feminist discourse
anticipates recent postmodern developments in anthropological writing. This
anticipation accounts for some of the awkwardness in the past relationship
between feminist scholarship (including 'feminist anthropology') and
mainstream ('modernist') anthropology. The relationship is documented
autobiographically. Experience always has to be personal, yet the particular
awardnesses described here are not reducible to autobiography alone. General
developments in anthropology and in the field of gender studies over the last
two decades are briefly noted.
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
