This paper reassesses in new terms thé value of thé case study method - thé
monographie approach - which is regaining thé favor of social scientists. The
author shows that thé monography cannot be confined to a microscopic view,
but does permit generalization. This position is elaborated by some
considérations on thé history of monography, notably within thé development
of anthropology, but also by some epistemological and methodo-logical
considérations about thé transition from local to global settings. The results of
an empirical study about thé french-speaking economy in Québec illustrate it.
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
