Drawing on Quebec's tradition of monographic studies, the authors recall the
importance of space in the formation of basic solidarities, and of social bonds.
Manifestations of territorial solidarity could well take on a subversive nature
in view of the instrumental and functional nature of the current social
relations and the requirements of mobility demanded by the structure of work.
The resistance of the population of Saint-Clément for the maintenance of its
post office serves as an illustration to indicate how the struggle was the
expression of the rejection of a society without territory, as well as a time to
reflect on social bonds.
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
