Are social inequalities perceived in the same way in Quebec and in the rest of
Canada ? In Canada and in other countries ? These questions are examined
through a secondary analysis of data from the 1992 International Social Survey
Programme study of inequalities, carried out in 18 countries. The results are
interpreted in light of Esping-Andersen's typology of welfare state regimes.
Compared to other Canadians, Quebecers are more conscious of social
inequalities and also more supportive of state intervention to reduce them, but
these differences appear slight when viewed from a broader international
perspective.
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
