In Quebec, most persons aged 65 years and over live outside the large urban
centres. In order to learn more about them and to better understand whether
«regionalism» has an effect on how people age, we present an analytical survey
of research focusing on elderly persons living in seven regions of Quebec.
Considerable differences can be observed between elderly persons in the
different regions, and people do not age in the same way everywhere - hence
the likelihood of a regional influence.
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
