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Article abstract
In its development on a world-wide scale, capitalism has always been other
than and more than wage-earners the world capitalist sphere has always
included non-salaried sectors integrated nonetheless to a great extent into
capitalism. It is this world capitalist system which, both in its complexity and
its unity, must be considered as the unit of analysis. It is, among other things,
the unit of analysis as to the question of the transition of capitalism to
socialism. By examining this problem of transition on as clear as possible a
methodological basis, we are able to put forward the following proposition: the
Russian Revolution of 1917, and analogous changes which took place
elsewhere in its aftermath, set in motion in the field of world capitalism a
process of transition from capitalism to socialism, by substituting the
relationship living work-dead work for the relationship dead work-dead work.
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
