With the coming of the new technologies (NT), we are witness to radical and
far-reaching structural changes in the state and in the law. The capacity of NTs
to process enormous quantities of data at prodigious speeds and the
development of artificial intelligence have had as a consequence that the
administration of justice can now be automated. It is even possible to conceive
of a system for preventive social hygiene, a system which is already partially in
place in West Germany. Such a revolution is closer to the Brave New World
than to 1984. Nevertheless, structures for self-management can, in principle, be
set up with the help of NTs. But to do this, another technology, a democratized
NT, would have to be developed.
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
