This paper asks the question as to whether a subject can be reduced to a series
of external determinants, be they discursive or socioeconomic in nature. We
answer this question by proposing a phenomenology of horror which
establishes, on the one hand, the primacy of affect hi human experience and,
on the other, a fundamental human interest in the psychosomatic integration
of the subject. On this basis, we maintain that the subject develops in an
ontological sphere of inferiority. This sphere does not exist a priori but
develops, as maintained by the psycho-analytical school of relations between
objects (Klein, Winnicott), from the experience of the relationship between self
and non-self, subject and object, body image and mental image, which favors
psychosomatic integration rather than the compartmentaliza-tion of ilie
subject.
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
